
Financial Plan 2025-26 

We are pleased to present this annual budget and medium term plan. The 
Medium Term Financial Plan sets out the framework within which the 
budget is to be set to ensure that it enables the Council to achieve its own 
corporate objectives. The capital strategy sets out the framework for capital 
budget setting which also supports the Council's corporate objectives. 

Like all local authorities, we are facing a range of complex challenges which affect 
the delivery of essential services. The national economic picture is seeing 
substantial pressures on residents, businesses and services due to the current 
economic challenges. We are subject to changes in national government policy, 
funding and spending announcements. The overall national funding environment for 
local government continues to be very uncertain as we do not yet know the funding 
allocations for local government spending over the remainder of this Parliament nor 
the detail of the major funding reforms planned for 2026-27. 
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We are facing budget constraints through 
significant central government funding 
cuts, demographic changes and demand 
pressures in services such as temporary 
accommodation and waste services I 

alongside reduced income. Future 
changes to waste management and 
recycling will add cost pressures which 
are not yet fully quantified. All these 
factors result in higher costs and resource 
pressures for the Council. 

In the face of these challenges we have 
nevertheless put forward a budget which 
protects Frontline services, reallocates 
funding to services with known demand 
pressures, maintains core services and 
continues to invest in our corporate 
priorities. 

The budget is balanced for 2025-26 subject 
to achieving our efficiency targets and with 
an increase in annual council tax of £4.95 for 
a band D property. Please note: most people 
in the district will see a smaller rise as 
around 75% of houses are bands A-C. 

Due to the continued uncertainty on levels 
of government funding and the impact of 
the proposed funding reforms from 2026-
27 onwards, we may have to make further 
savings in future years. The extent of these 
will depend on the outcome of the funding 
reforms and any transitional funding for 
the early years of these reforms. 

The final Local Government Finance 
Settlement was announced on 3 February 
2025 and included the following: 

• Revenue Support Grant (RSG) 

increased by CPI 

• Rural Services Delivery Grant 

(RSDG) increased from last year 

• New Homes Bonus for another 

year 

• Services Grant reduced 

compared to 2023-24 levels 

• Continuation of the Funding 

Guarantee for 2024-25 

increased to 4% 

NNDR income remains a potentially 
volatile area of income due to risks such 
as appeals or large businesses closing or 
moving. The government is proposing to 
"reset" NNDR income from 2026-27. This 
will reset our NNDR funding level to 
remove all gains from growth since 2013 
and this would reduce the NNDR income 
to the Council by circa £2.2m. This reset 
will take place alongside funding reforms 
so the consolidated financial impact of 
both changes is significant, although still 
an estimate at this stage. The Council has 
mitigation funding set aside in reserve to 
cover the initial income loss from the 
NNDR reset whilst alternative savings can 
be found and this budget utilises £1 ,200k 
of this reserve funding over 2026-27 and 
2027-28. 
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Our Evolve programme was introduced to help bridge the budget gap in future 
years. Progress against these targets are reported regularly through our quarterly 
financial performance report to Cabinet and to Overview and Scrutiny.The 
proposed values in this budget are:
